Dear Friends: 
 
Lutheran World Relief is a very 
highly regarded charity by me.  

They are at work right now in Haiti, providing food 
and quilts and very loving care to many people.  Lu-
theran World Relief is able to do this because they 
have two warehouses stocked with the needed items.  
One warehouse is in Baltimore, Maryland, and one is 
in South St. Paul, Minnesota. 
 
I would like us to use the season of Lent as a time to 
help Lutheran World Relief re-supply.  Some of the 
items we put together will go in the warehouse, but 
some may still go to Haiti because the need is great 
and will be long-lasting. 
 
We are a congregation of approximately 150 house-
holds.  I would like to challenge us in March to put 
together 50 health kits, 50 layettes, and 50 school 
kits.  That is one per household.  Imagine the need 
for towels and toiletries right now in Haiti.  Despite 
the devastation new babies are being born and a lay-
ette will help the new mothers.  Think of the joy a 
child will experience with a school kit of paper and 
pencils and other items.  Here is what is needed in 
each kit: 
 
Layette:  

•Two lightweight cotton shirts or Onesies® (or simi-

lar item) 

•Two long- or short-sleeved gowns or sleepers (with 

or without feet) 

•Two receiving blankets, medium weight cotton or 

flannel, or crocheted or knitted with lightweight 

yarn (suggested size is 36" X 36") 

•Four cloth diapers, flat fold preferred 

•One sweater or sweatshirt 

•Two washcloths (full-size preferred) 

•One bath-size bar (4-5 oz.) of gentle soap, in its 

original wrapping 

•Two diaper pins OR two large, metal safety pins

  (if necessary, fold in half to fit into the school kit

The bad news 
is that it is still  $3,896 less than what is need to meet 
our approved budget.  These figures will continue to 
be updated as we proceed to our special congrega-
tional meeting on April 11. 
 
There is more good news. Our Covenant Fund giving 
is almost $1,300 more than last year when you leave 
out of last year’s calculations the $10,000 gift that 
was received as part of our Renewing the Covenant 
appeal.  However, $6,925 over seven weeks is still 
$1,636 short of what we need for our smaller 
monthly mortgage payments. 
 
Please be as generous as you can be in the weeks 
ahead.  We want to fully fund our budget because 
that means we will be able to do all we had planned 
in terms of our ministries and programs.

“positives” are weighed against “negatives”.  This representation was presented at the Annual Meeting to pro-
voke thought and conversation and to learn and grow from the survey.
