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I love this time of the year. Our
Minnesota springs are always
special to me because after the
cold of winter, spring is a time of
new life that emerges everywhere
you look. Spring is also the time
of many graduations, and those
are another sign of new life and
new beginnings. | think many of
us think of graduation that way—the beginning of
new chapters in life, rather than the end of schooling.

That truth has taken on more meaning for me this
year because my 40™ high school reunion is being
planned. My high school class reunions have never
been very organized. | didn’t know most of them
were even happening. I’ve never been to a high
school reunion, but this year I’m hoping to go. It’s
different this time because the Bloomington High
School Class of 1970 has discovered Facebook. For
the first time, this reunion is being orchestrated
through Facebook. Who’d have thought?? 1 can as-
sure you that forty years ago | couldn’t have imag-
ined such a thing.

Our class site is fascinating. | graduated with about
560 other students in Bloomington, Illinois. So far,
115 of us have responded on Facebook. It’s a won-
derful website, thanks to one of our classmates who
took the time to set it up, because each of us has the
chance to write about ourselves and where life has
taken us. | check it every couple of days hoping to
learn more about my former classmates. It’s amaz-
ing to me how many of those 550 people | remem-
ber, even though | haven’t thought about them in
years. And, | have learned some interesting things.

I’m awed at all the different directions our class went
after graduation. “Kids” who | wouldn’t have
thought capable of much at the time, have lived very
successful lives. It really is up to each of us to make
the most of our lives and many of my classmates
have done so.

Some of my classmates have lost spouses through
divorce or even death. Some have lost children to
death. Life hasn’t spared our class of any of the
tragedies of life. But life goes on.

I’ve learned that it’s never too late. Some of my
classmates are travelling and seeing the world, now
that they have raised their children. Others have re-
cently earned advanced degrees, commenting that
they wish they could have done it sooner.

At least two of my classmates were/are gay. | had no
idea. Believe me, when | was in high school these
kids weren’t just in the closet, the closet was dark
and locked tight. 1 didn’t even know there was such
as thing as homosexuality when | was in high school.
I can’t imagine how alone these people must have
felt. From their postings, it’s clear that these people
are in a much better place today.

Fifteen of the 115 have served in the armed forces,
and they are proud of that. One fellow enlisted in the
Navy right after graduating. He writes that he did a
tour of duty in Viet Nam and as he put it, “That ex-
perience changes you.” He went on to become a pas-
tor and then a mental health professional. Others
used the Gl bill and other benefits to build a solid
foundation for their lives.

Most sobering, | have learned through this Facebook
site, that 30 of my classmates, not counted among the
115, are dead. Again, | had no idea. Some have died
of cancer, and others of heart disease. One guy died
driving drunk. No surprise, really. He always drank
too much. Some of the dead, including the drunk,
were kids who seemingly had it all. Today I’m a lit-
tle more grateful for what | have.

I hope more of my classmates will respond. It’s in-
spiring to learn of all the ways members of our class
have lived their lives. | have been inspired to appre-
ciate that I’m still here, and inspired to make the
most of the time | have left.

May God grant each of us that measure of wisdom. |
especially pray that will be the case for Trondhjem’s
graduates this year.

During the six weeks since April 11, it appears that
21 households are choosing to increase their giving
to Trondhjem’s mission and ministry on a regular
basis. Our giving during the same six weeks is 16%
higher than it was during the preceding 16 weeks. It
appears that the April 11 meeting has had an impact.

BUT, we need 150 households to increase their giv-
ing on a regular basis, which is a lot more than 21
households. While we are thankful for the $3,200
increase in giving during those six weeks, we need
that to continue for the rest of this year and on into
the future.

Communication—Here, There, and Everywhere

Do you remember playing “telephone” as a child? A
group of 6 to 15 children would play. A message
was given to one and then passed along, person to
person, until it reached the last child in line. The
message may have only been 15 words along, but it
greatly changed along the way. As children, we
laughed.

The same thing can happen when adults try to pass
messages along for someone else. The message can
be changed a little, or even a lot, and even with just a
few people involved. The message received is not
what the first person intended. Miscommunication
can happen, and sometimes hurt feelings can oc-

cur. This can happen in a family, in a workplace,
and even in a church.

The best advice includes the following:
Don’t offer to pass along a message for
someone else.
When asked to pass along a message, gen-
tly suggest that it would be better if the
person communicated the message them-
selves.
If a message is passed along to you, don’t
assume it was passed along accurately. But
give the benefit of the doubt to the origina-
tor of the message and the carrier of the
message.
-Assume that everyone is hoping for the
best and has the best of intentions.

Let’s keep communicating, and let’s keep communi-
cating directly.
